Reading Community Players is proud to
present Arthur Miller's ALL MY SONS, July
3ot thru August 8t at its 11t & Buttonwood
Streets Theatre. A 1947 Tony award winner
for Mr. Miller, long considered one of Amer-
ica's greatest playwrights, ALL MY SONS is
set in post World War IT suburbia and deals
with themes of responsibility and relation-
ships between fathers and sons. The play is
based on a true story which Miller's then
mother-in-law pointed out to him in an
Ohio newspaper, describing the actions of a
daughter who informed on her father for
selling faulty engine parts to the U.S. mili-
tary during the war. It received a celebrated
revival on Broadway in 2008 with a stellar
cast that included John Lithgow, Dianne
Wiest, Patrick Wilson, and Katie Holmes.

At the heart of the play is a seemingly typi-
cal American family, the Kellers. Joeisa
self-made man, successful owner of a large
industrial factory. His wife, Kate, tends
home and hearth and still clings to the hope
that their son, Larry, will one day return
home from the war, though he has been
missing in action for three years. A second
son, Chris, is safely home from combat and
runs the factory with Joe, who may or may
not have been complicit in the shipping of
defective engine parts to the military, caus-
ing the death of twenty-one pilots. Doubt
still remains about Joe's guilt or innocence
in the affair.

Miller’s examination of the “American
Dream,” which lies at the heart of the play,
prompted the House Un-American Activi-
ties Committee to call him to appear before
the committee and defend his portrayal
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That experience and his perception of the
anti-Communist hysteria of the 1950's
was the basis for THE CRUCIBLE, an-
other Miller classic.

Susan Sneeringer directs a talented cast
for the RCP production headed by Chuck
Gallagher and Ruth Martelli, and also
includes Kirk Lawrence, Tracy Toth, Jo-
seph Di Maio, Bill Santoro, Kathy New-
ville, Layton Barnard, Shannon Christ-
mann, and Natalie Toth.

“Evita In
Concert”

Genesius Theatre continues its partnership
with the Reading Public Museum by present-
ing a concert rendering of the 7-time Tony
Award Winning Best Musical, EVITA. This is
the Third Annual Production, following

the acclaimed stagings of 4 LITTLE NIGHT
MUSIC and CHESS.

EVITA is a musical based on the life of Eva
Peron, the second wife of Argentine dictator
Juan Peron. Told entirely through song, the
musical shows Eva's rise from obscurity, to
her days as a B-movie actress, to her life as
the First Lady of Argentina where she became
the most loved, hated, and feared woman her
country had ever seen. She died of cancer in
1952 at the age of 33.

Andrew Llovd Webber, composer of JESUS
CHRIST SUPERSTAR, THE PHANTOM OF
THE OPERA, ASPECTS OF LOVE, and CATS
wrote the music with Tim Rice, writer of
CHESS, providing the lyrics.

Beginning as a concept album in 1976, EVITA
burst onto the London stage in 1978 starring
Elaine Paige. The American premiere took
Broadway by storm in 1979 running an un-
precedented 1,567 performances and winning
Tony Awards for Best Musical, Best Book,
Best Score, and for stars Patti LuPone and
Mandy Patinkin. The 1996 motion picture
version featured Madonna in a Golden Globe-
winning performance. The film won Best
Picture at the Golden Globes and an Oscar for
Best Original Song,

The Genesius production is being directed by
Christopher Sperat, who directed last year's
CHESS. Kira Apple heads the cast and lends
her dynamite vocals to the title role of "Eva
Peron."

She is joined by Eric Hassell, as "Che,"
and Dallas Mugno, as "Juan Peron."
Irving Gonzalez choreographs the pro-
duction and portrays "Magaldi,” one of
Eva's early lovers. Katie Ott is featured
as "Peron's Mistress." A twenty person
ensemble rounds out the company.

The score features the classic songs
"Buenos Aires,” "Oh What a Circus," "A
New Argentina,” and, of course, "Don't
Cry for Me, Argentina.” In this produc-
tion, the Oscar-winning "You Must Love
Me," from the film version, will be incor-
porated into the show.

EVITA runs Friday thru Sunday, August
coth-oond in the gorgeous Atrium of the
Reading Public Museum. Tickets are $35
including hors d'oeuvres, complimentary
glass of wine, and premium seating at the
performance. There are also $25
“Performance Only” tickets avail-

able. Friday and Saturday performances
are at 8pm; Sunday's performance is at

7pm.
