“DOG SEES GOD:

“HATE IS GAY!"!”

That slogan, misguided with mangled good
intent, a strident antithesis of political-
correctness, has become the unofficial badge
of DOG SEES GOD: Confessions of a Teenage
Blockhead. The play, by Bert V. Royal, is la-
beled an “unauthorized parody” and imagines
the teenage lives of some of the main charac-
ters from the world of, arguably, America’s
most revered comic strip. This is the story of
our time, where religion has become akin to
window shopping, this shiny object today,
that one tomorrow; where feelings have be-
come “Oprah-fied,” we care, we really do;
where difference and self-expression are sty-
mied, if not outright feared. Yes, CB and the
gang have gone to High School. And, yes,ina
large way, DOG SEES GOD is the gritty child
of “The Breakfast Club” generation.

For vears, we've followed their.. what: stasis?
We've embraced the foibles of their eternal
pre-adolescence. CB and friends have be-
come our extended conscience, our friendly
guides with easy answers to our own existen-
tial cries for help. Religion was explained via
a tiny molting tree; faith, a vigil in a pumpkin
patch. The answers to CB's most daunting
questions were always available for “5 cents,
please.”

DOG SEES GOD strips away the comic’s veil
of innocence and carries us 10 vears into the
gang's future. Nothing is as easy as it was
back then. Now life is more real; stripped
from the frame. Drugs, alcohol, peer pres-
sure, self-delusion, sex and sexuality, homo-
phobia, of both the external and internalized
types; questions abound. Dr. Lucy has no
easy answers to these issues.. she’s got prob-
lems of her own.

Through events mundane, hilarious, and
tragic, CB and his friends, including us
all, learn that the important thing in life
is to “Maintain in your heart all that
makes you who you are.” CB remains, as
he always has been, “A Good Man.”
