What do you get when you combine physical
comedy, zombies, rock and roll, Sam Raimi,
Reading Community Players, and 300 gal-
lons of stage blood?! Yes, that's right.. it's
EVIL DEAD: The Musical'!.

EVIL DEAD THE WHAT?! Yes, a musical
based on the extremely campy series of
zombie comedy movies directed by Raimi.
Being selected to play the role of “Good O
Reliable Jake” may mean that I have a bias
on this, but the show is developing into a
monster of a hit, and we are just in the early
stages of production.

To introduce yvou to the plot, it starts with
five college students on their way to an old
abandoned cabin in the woods. What could
go wrong with that, right? Well, they hadn’t
really planned on meeting up with some
brain-thirsty Candarian Demons and The
Neeronomicon (The Book of the Dead).

With song titles like "All The Men In
My Life Keep Getting Killed By Candarian
Demons” and “What The F**K Was That?,”
there is sure to be a song to please every
member of the family. Actually, did I men-
tion there are some adult themes, strong
language, and beheadings in this?! But
don't worry, it's all done in good taste.. or
maybe not. Seriously, the show is not rec-
ommended for young children or people
who get offended easily.

For most of the cast and crew, the showisa
labor of love (or lust), and this show is
bound to be one you will never forget. Each
show has 26 seats that are in a designated
splatter zone, so don't think all special ef-
fects are going to remain on the stage..
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as a matter of fact, we guarantee that they
won't. Splatter zone tickets are going fast (I
know the first Saturday is sold out for the

And just to take some of the bias out of this,
there have been many great reviews of the
show.

“CAROUSEL”

CAROUSEL was written by Richard Rodgers
(music) and Oscar Hammerstein IT (book and
lyrics) and opened on Broadway in 1945. The
musical is an adaptation of Ferenc Molnar's
1909 play LILTIOM. Molnar, a Hungarian
playwright set his story in Budapest, Hun-
gary; Rodgers and Hammerstein relocated the
play to 1880 coastal Maine. Critics and audi-
ences hailed the musical as innovative and
ahead of its time and applauded the writers
for creating one of the first musicals with a
tragic plot. The musical is best known for its
gorgeous music including, “If I Loved You”,
“June is Bustin’ Out All Over” and “You'll
Never Walk Alone” plus two beautifully or-
chestrated ballets.

What I find so exciting about CAROUSEL,
and other Rodgers & Hammerstein musicals
(especially The King & I and South Pacific), is
the seamless integration of dialogue into mu-
sic. In CAROUSEL, particularly in the beauti-
fully constructed “bench scene,” the integra-
tion is so perfect the music sneaks up on you
and you have to remind vourself that you are
NOT watching a play; the book, lyrics, and the
music are so lavered! If you're a theatre geek,
like me and many in the cast, it is so much
fun to comb through this dense material,
mining for clues into characters, relation-
ships, and situations. Ittrulyisan honorto
work on a piece of theatre that is so master-
fully crafted — no detail is too small.

I am so honored and excited to be working on
this piece in the theatre that gave me my start
— Genesius. Thank you Jane and Michael for
bringing vour dream to life for all of us to
enjoy — I know it wasn't easy, and at times it
still isn’t. Butit's Genesius, and it’s my home
and I love it for all its ups and downs. The
small, intimate theatre setting at Genesius
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will be perfect for really focusing on the
story of this musical

I am so fortunate to be working with a
wonderfully talented cast of actors: Corey
Clark (Billy Bigelow), Devon Johnson
{(Julie Jordan), Marisa Hoover (Carrie),
Erin Aregood (Nettie), Greg Mazurek
(Mr. Snow), Tricia Corcoran (Mrs.
Mullin), and Chris Costanza (Jigger). My
ensemble of 30+ actors is full of energy
and talent. I'm surrounded by talented
people who I trust: my Music Director,
Chris Sperat, my Choreographer, Erin
Stevens, and my partner, and stage man-
ager, John Gancar.

FYI: Theatre goers. Don't look for a car-
ousel on-stage at Genesius in Novem-
ber. Make sure you bring your imagina-
tion when vou join us for the ride. Hope
to see you there!!

First up is “Event Horizon” starring Laurence
Fishburne and Sam Neill. This movie left me
tingling. It takes place in the future; a crew
aboard a spaceship is in en route to investigate
the starship, Event Horizon, which has sud-
denly reappeared after it had been missing for 7
vears.... and something came back with it.
What they find onboard is pure evil. Check it
out, its pretty good"!

“A Fire In The Sky” is another oldie, but a
goodie!! It's Wednesday, November 5,1975 in
Snowflake, Arizona when this terrifying

true story begins; Travis Walton and his
work buddies are leaving Apache-
Sitgreaves National Forest after a long
day's work when they see weird lights in
the woods and stop to investigate.
Walton gets out of the car for a closer look
and his friends watch in horror as a beam
of light strikes him, making his entire
body arch and then fall lifeless to the
ground; they flee in fear and Walton is
abducted. Without any logical explana-
tion of his disappearance, and a man-
hunt that turned up nothing, police begin
investigating his friends for murder; they
all pass a polygraph test. Five days later,
Walton reappears and makes his way to a
gas station; naked, dehydrated and inco-
herent. When he finally begins to piece
together what he just experienced, every-
thing and everyone around him become
incredibly chaotic. This movie, especially
the abduction and flashback scenes terri-
fied me. It's a great flick, and if you want
more gooey, chilling details, the book is
available at any bookstore.
